· Due to the nature of the leadership positions, Bonner Scholars often work in conditions of hardship or inconvenience.  They must be able to deal with new and changing living conditions, limited financial resources, and considerable amounts of stress.  With these considerations in mind, how would you rate the applicant on his/her ability to work under pressure, ability to adapt, and use of good judgment?

· Please describe the applicant’s abilities, interest, skills, training, experience, and eagerness to continue developing these areas.  Discuss any reservations you have or weaknesses you see in the applicant that could affect his or her success.

· Please give an overall recommendation for the applicant’s candidacy to the Bonner Scholar Program.
