COURSE DESCRIPTION

ENGL 4413 Studies in Genre 3 credit hours Advanced, in-depth study of poetry, drama, or narrative (broadly defined and which may include film and memoir). Readings will include theoretical studies of the genre and readings within the genre. Effective use of secondary sources and research-supported writing will be included. This course emphasizes intellectual development, critical analysis, cultural literacy, and, when applicable, global awareness. Topics, subject matter, and approaches may vary depending upon the instructor. May be repeated once for credit. Prerequisite: ENGL 2103 or ENGL 2203 or permission of the instructor. Course Rotation: Fall

Utilizing James Longenbach’s The Resistance to Poetry as the core text for the class, we will delve deeply into poetry and wander widely in poetic theory in order to understand and test his hypothesis that poetry resists itself – both in form and content – and that this self-resistance is the source of the reader’s pleasure: we read poetry not to escape difficulty but to embrace it. Negotiating such poetic elements as line, syntax, figurative language, voice, metaphor, and relationality, as well as cultural constructs of gender in a wide variety of poems, we will attempt to come to terms with poetry’s inherent ambiguity, undecidability, and resistance, which to us as readers often seem simultaneously vexing and enticing. COURSE WORK AND GOALS
Through thoughtful and analytical readings of various texts, we will intensively study the art and mechanics of creative writing. The course is designed to lay the foundations for beginning writers to explore their creative processes and especially to develop their voices as writers. Students are expected to regularly attend and actively participate in class. Class time will be divided between discussions, in-class writing, and genre workshops. Each student will write 8-10 poems, one short piece of fiction, and one nonfiction piece and submit a final portfolio of work. Throughout the semester, you will be working together in small groups of three or four for workshopping and peer reviews. 

Workshop Decorum:  The course is designed to introduce students to a creative writing workshop setting. Ideally it should be supportive and helpful. Writing can be difficult enough on its own. You must distribute your work to your group and to me one class period before the workshop dates. I will make the copies for you. You should read your peers’ work several times before coming to class and make several comments (positive and constructive) in the margins of the text. You also should write a short summary of your thoughts at the end of the piece. In turn, writers should be open to suggestions and criticism from peers and from me. A workshop is not an appropriate time to be defensive, nor is it a time to mindlessly praise a work. Remember that everyone’s work will be read by several people as well as by me. 
While I am cognizant of the fact that creative processes do not always occur neatly on schedule, “I wasn’t inspired” is not a legitimate excuse for not turning in work on time. Consistently good writing comes from consistently disciplined writing habits. For example, writing at the same time everyday (whether or not you feel like it); daily journal/notebook writing; and editing, revising, and refining your work on at least a weekly basis.

To successfully pass the course, you must do the following:

1. Regularly attend class.

2. Actively participate in class.

3. Write two analytical literary essays (approximately 3-4 pages) on two published/established   

    authors. 

4. Submit an end-of-term portfolio of your work.

5. Submit some portion of your work to be considered for publication in Orpheus.
