Signature Assignment: Critical Position Essay

At the end of term, you will write a 5-6 page critical position essay intended for an academic audience and in appropriate MLA format. As the course description indicates, one objective is the development of your own critical literary and/or cultural positions. This is precisely what this essay requires you to do: Explain what sort of critic you are. In order to write this paper, you not only need to specify the theory you most identify with [student’s position], you also need to discuss that theory in sufficient depth to demonstrate your understanding of it as well as to explain why this theory resonates with you [explanation of issues]. This discussion should make use of the work of critics from the area [evidence involving synthesis/analysis] and should also take into account one or more competing theories [limits of students’ positions]. Such a discussion allows students to analyze and evaluate not simply their own positions and assumptions, but also those of others [context and assumptions]. 
COURSE WORK
You are expected to come to class prepared. That means having read and thought about the day’s assignment prior to class. In addition to the readings and discussions, students will come to each class meeting having marked a significant or compelling passage in the day’s reading assignment. Be ready to identify and discuss the passage when called upon in class. There will be two short essays due and the signature assignment essay.
