Course Description:

This course provides an overview of strategies for teaching English literacy skills to second language learners. The focus will be on leadership roles in identifying theory and practice related to reading, writing, listening and speaking; and on leading others in incorporating strategies that work for both students and community. 

Conceptual Framework:

Course Requirements/Assessment Tasks

1.      Annotated Bibliography

Prepare an annotative bibliography of print and electronic resource articles pertaining to the teaching of literacy to second language learners. This bibliography must include a minimum of ten professional articles concerning ESL/ELL students in today’s schools.
2.      Video Lesson

Candidates will video-tape a 10-15 minute clip from their classroom. The task is to identify and class the particular English language skills that are required for classroom performance (for example, understand oral classroom directions. This would, in turn, include mastery of certain vocabulary sets – common classroom behaviors, common classroom nouns).

3.      Lesson Plan Analysis for ESL/ELL

Candidates will take a pre-existing lesson plan and identify potential challenges for ELL students as well as actions that could potentially help ELL students with those difficulties.

4.      Comparison Paper

Candidates will examine chapters (same learner level, shared language learning goals) in two ESL textbooks and discuss similarities and differences in pedagogical approaches.

5.      Clinical Experience 

         Candidates will spend a minimum of five hours tutoring ESL students in a clinical setting.

Grading:

Grades will be assigned on the basis of accumulated points at the end of the semester.  Points are earned through the completion of activities, attendance, and other assessment activities.
